Explain the Types of News:
News — Meaning

News refers to timely, factual, and significant information presented to the public
through various media. Different types of news are classified based on content, purpose,
audience, and style of presentation. Understanding types of news is essential for journalists
to identify, gather, and present information effectively. The following are the different

types of news:
Hard News:

Hard news refers to serious, timely, and factual stories that have a significant impact
on society. It deals with important and urgent events that require immediate reporting. Hard
news is objective, concise, and focuses on delivering verified information without personal

opinions.
Examples: Elections, accidents, natural disasters, policy announcements.
Soft News:

Soft news is human-interest oriented, less urgent, and more entertaining in nature.
It focuses on emotional, descriptive, and engaging stories that are not strictly time-
sensitive. Soft news aims to entertain or inspire the audience rather than inform them about
serious events. Common examples include celebrity updates, lifestyle features,

inspirational stories, and travel articles.
Spot News (Breaking News):

Spot news refers to sudden, unexpected events that occur without warning and
require immediate reporting. It demands quick action from journalists, who must gather
facts rapidly and provide prompt coverage to the public. Spot news is highly time-sensitive,
as delays can reduce its news value. It often relies on eyewitness accounts, on-the-spot
observation, and rapid verification of facts. This type of news typically covers emergencies
and unforeseen incidents such as fire accidents, bomb blasts, sudden deaths, road accidents,

natural calamities, or any event that unfolds instantly and needs urgent media attention.

Examples: Fire accidents, bomb blasts, sudden deaths.




Straight News:

Straight news focuses purely on presenting facts without any analysis, opinion, or
commentary. It is direct, simple, and factual, aiming to inform the audience with clear and
accurate information. This type of news is usually written in the inverted pyramid style,
where the most important details are presented first, followed by supporting information.
Straight news commonly includes government statements, sports scores, stock market
updates, official announcements, and other reports that provide essential information in a

straight forward manner.

Examples: Government statements, sports scores, stock market updates.
Investigative News:

Investigative news focuses on uncovering hidden facts, corruption, or wrongdoing
that are not easily visible to the public. It involves long-term, in-depth research, careful
fact-checking, and the use of multiple sources to expose the truth. Unlike regular news,
Investigative reporting aims to reveal issues that someone may intentionally try to hide,
such as misuse of power or illegal activities. This type of journalism often brings significant
social impact by exposing scams, human trafficking networks, political corruption,

financial frauds, and other serious violations that affect society.
Interpretative News:

Interpretative news explains, analyses, and interprets complex issues to help readers
understand events more clearly. Unlike straight news, which only reports facts,
interpretative news provides background, context, and deeper insight into why something
happened and what its consequences may be. It helps the audience understand the causes,
effects, and implications of major developments. This type of news is commonly used in
the analysis of economic policies, political conflicts, international relations, and other

issues that require explanation beyond basic facts.
Feature News:

Feature news focuses on depth, storytelling, and creativity, offering readers a more
detailed and engaging narrative compared to regular news reports. It highlights human-
interest elements and uses descriptive, expressive language to draw the audience into the
story. Feature news is not strictly time-bound, allowing writers to explore topics in a more
relaxed and reflective manner. Common examples include personality profiles, success
stories, cultural features, travel experiences, and lifestyle-related articles that aim to inform,

inspire, or entertain readers through rich and meaningful storytelling.




Political News:

Political news covers all matters related to government activities, public policies,
elections, and political developments. It informs the public about decisions made by
political leaders, legislative actions, election campaigns, party statements, and debates that
influence society. Political news plays a crucial role in shaping public opinion and keeping
citizens aware of how the government functions. Common examples include reports on
Parliament sessions, policy announcements, election rallies, political speeches, debates,

and statements issued by various political parties.

Business/Economic News:

Business or economic news deals with matters related to commerce, industry,
finance, and the overall economy. It provides information on market trends, business
activities, financial performance, economic policies, and major corporate events that
impact businesses and the public. This type of news helps readers understand changes in
the economic environment, investment opportunities, and government financial decisions.
Common examples include stock market trends, budget announcements, corporate mergers

and acquisitions, industrial growth reports, and updates on banking and financial sectors.
Examples: Stock market trends, budget announcements, corporate mergers
Sports News:

Sports news includes coverage of various sports events, matches, athletes, and
tournaments at local, national, and international levels. It provides updates on scores,
performances, rankings, and major developments in the world of sports. Sports news keeps
fans informed about ongoing competitions, achievements of players, and upcoming events.
Common examples include IPL highlights, Olympic results, World Cup updates, athlete

profiles, and reports on sports championships and leagues.

Crime News:

Crime news reports various criminal activities, violations of law, and the actions
taken by law enforcement agencies. It covers incidents such as murder, theft, assault,
cybercrime, and fraud, providing details about what happened, who was involved, and how
authorities are responding. Crime news also highlights police investigations, arrests, court
proceedings, and measures taken to maintain public safety. By informing the public about
criminal behaviour and legal actions, it helps create awareness and promotes vigilance in

society. Examples: Murder, theft, cybercrime, police investigations.




Cultural and Entertainment News

Cultural and entertainment news covers a wide range of topics related to arts,
cinema, music, theatre, and various cultural events. It informs audiences about new film
releases, celebrity updates, award functions, concerts, exhibitions, and artistic
performances. This type of news highlights creative works, trends in the entertainment
industry, and cultural celebrations that reflect society’s artistic expression. Examples
include reports on movie premieres, award shows, music festivals, book fairs, and art

exhibitions.

Science and Technology News:

Science and technology news covers the latest technological innovations, scientific
research findings, and discoveries that contribute to human progress. It provides
information on advancements in fields such as space science, medicine, engineering,
information technology, and environmental science. This type of news helps the public
stay updated on new inventions, scientific experiments, and emerging technologies that
influence everyday life. Common examples include reports on space missions, the launch
of new gadgets, medical breakthroughs, artificial intelligence developments, and

innovative research studies.
Examples: Space missions, new gadgets, medical breakthroughs.

Development News:

Development news reports on various development programs, social welfare
schemes, and initiatives aimed at improving the quality of life in society. It covers areas
such as rural development, education, healthcare, women empowerment, infrastructure
growth, and poverty reduction. The purpose of development news is to highlight
government efforts, NGO activities, and community projects that contribute to social and
economic progress. Common examples include reports on new government welfare
schemes, rural development projects, educational improvements, health campaigns, and

programmes designed to uplift marginalized communities.

Examples: New government welfare schemes, rural development projects.

International News

International news covers events and developments occurring around the world that
have global significance or impact. It informs the public about political, economic, social,
and environmental issues in other countries, helping readers understand international
affairs and their implications. This type of news often includes reports on wars, peace

negotiations, international summits, diplomatic relations, global conflicts, treaties, and




major disasters. By providing insights into global events, international news promotes

awareness and understanding of the interconnected world.

Examples: Wars, international summits, diplomatic relations.
Local News:

Local news focuses on events, developments, and issues occurring within a specific
city, district, or region. It informs the community about matters that directly affect their
daily lives, such as municipal activities, local government decisions, festivals, cultural
events, infrastructure projects, and district-level concerns. Local news helps citizens stay
connected with their surroundings, promotes community engagement, and ensures that
regional matters receive attention alongside national and international developments.
Common examples include reports on local festivals, municipal meetings, public services,

and community initiatives.

Specialised News:

Specialised news refers to news that caters to specific professional fields or areas of
interest, providing detailed and targeted information for a particular audience. It covers
sectors such as agriculture, environment, health, and education, focusing on developments,
trends, policies, and innovations within these domains. Agricultural news, for example,
informs farmers about crop patterns, market prices, and government schemes.
Environmental news highlights issues like climate change, pollution, and conservation
efforts. Health news covers medical advancements, public health campaigns, and disease
prevention, while educational news reports on schools, universities, policies, and academic
developments. Specialised news ensures that professionals and interested readers receive

relevant, in-depth information in their field.

Ethical considerations — Avoid defamation, privacy violations.
Prioritizing stories — Decide which news goes first or last.

Editing for clarity — Remove errors, add headlines, structure.

Explain the Determinants of News:

Introduction

News is not just any information; it is selected, processed, and presented based on
certain factors that make it newsworthy. These factors are called determinants of news.

They help journalists decide what should be published or broadcast.

These determinants vary depending on the audience, media policies, and social

relevance, but some universal factors guide news selection everywhere.
1. Timeliness (Immediacy)

o The most important determinant of news.
« Information that has happened recently or is happening right now becomes news.

« The fresher the event, the more newsworthy it is.
2. Proximity (Nearness)

« Events that occur close to the audience gain more importance.
« Local news receives priority because people are more interested in what affects

them directly.

3. Impact (Consequences/Significance)

« Stories that touch emotions—Ilove, sacrifice, tragedy, humour, inspiration.

e Such stories remain popular because they appeal to readers’ feelings.
8. Novelty (New Discoveries and Innovations)

« New inventions, scientific discoveries, technological advancements have news
value.

« Anything new captures public attention.
9. Relevance to the Audience

o News that is useful to the readers—weather, health warnings, job updates,

educational changes—receives priority.
10. Accuracy and Credibility

« News must be based on facts, verified information, and reliable sources.

« Accuracy determines whether something can be considered newsworthy.
11. Progress and Development

« Positive events like economic growth, infrastructure projects, new policies, and
development programmes become news.

« Media often highlight progress to inform society.
12. Cultural and Social Values

o News that respects the cultural practices, beliefs, and values of the audience is
considered important.

o Cultural festivals and traditions always receive coverage.
13. Policy of the News Organization

« Mediahouses have their own editorial policy, political leaning, and target audience.

« These influence which events are selected as news.




14. Availability of Visuals

« Events with photos, graphics, and video footage have higher news value,
especially in TV and digital media.

« Visual impact increases the attractiveness of the news
15. Continuity

« Ongoing stories—court cases, elections, wars, celebrity issues—remain in the news
due to public follow-up interest.

» Media continue to report updates.
